· Day One
· Resist Dyeing Class – Learn to felt fine Australian needle punch merino batts; how to set up a safe dye kitchen and learn about the dyes and chemicals.  We’ll do 9 dye baths using several zillion very odd and interesting resist tools.  On the first day we will make 11 incredible samples
