Description:
Cloth is capable of a wonderful depth, brilliance and richness of colour that cannot be obtained on a painted surface, due to the interaction of fibre structure, weave pattern, colour and light.  Through a series of woven samples and colour challenges using yarns we will explore colour as it relates to woven fabric.  Participants will work with effective and practical techniques to realise greater satisfaction with your colour and cloth.  You will arrive with looms pre-warped (threading provided by instructor) for eight different weave structures appropriate for apparel ensembles.  The samples combine silk with a variety of other fibres while investigating different aspects of color and cloth structure.  Everyone will receive a comprehensive binder containing color, silk and structure information.

Ability Level:
Intermediate

Equipment Requirements for Student: 

All looms should be warped, with appropriate yarns, threading and sett according to the warping instruction sheets.  The warp should be tied on with a base of rags or filler woven in.  Weave about ½” of tabby (plain weave) with the weft yarn.  Please check carefully for errors and correct them if you find any.  We want to spend our time learning and weaving, not fixing warps.  Please label your loom with name of the weave as on your warping instructions.

Threads:

This information has been covered in your supply list.  This is a round-robin workshop where you will loom hop.  It is very important that the correct yarns be used to show the weave structure, color and hand of the fabric properly.  Therefore, the weft yarns will stay with each loom.

Shuttles:

Please have your shuttles labeled with your name and filled with a lot of weft material.  The shuttles will stay with each loom.  The less class time spent shuffling around, the more time we will have to weave and work with color.
